As the cherry blossoms bloom,
visitors are welcomed to the historic wooden Kaburenjd theater. Here, one can savour
matcha and sweets while enjoying a tea ceremony performed by geiko and maiko, and
take home a small ceramic plate as a cherished memento. In the courtyard’s Japanese
garden, visitors can delight in the scent of spring while tasting the mitarashi dango
dumplings, which inspired the emblem of the Kamishichiken district. The performances
feature not only esteemed traditional dance but also large-scale dance dramas that weave
contemporary trends and humour, celebrating spring in all its grandeur. These
experiences offer an innovative and comprehensive art form that engages all the senses,
allowing visitors to enjoy the splendor of Kyoto's springtime.
